Oxford had an increase of 11.39% in the number of business firms from 2005 to 2008. The
Services sector (30.23%), Wholesale and Retail Trade (26.32%), Hospitality and Entertainment
(6.25%), and Construction (1.56%) all experienced business firm growth. Declines were
reported in the Transportation and Warehousing (15.00%) and FIRE (-21.74%) sectors.
